The school is located in Kiambu County, along the Thika - Mang’u Road, 6 kilometers off the

Thika Superhighway.
Why build a school instead of investing in already existing schools?

The M-PESA Foundation has made significant investments in existing educational institutions.

The Academy is in keeping with our continued commitment to transforming lives in Kenya.

How is your school different?

We invest in continuous research to ensure that we cover the academic concepts required in
exciting and innovative ways. It is learner-centered incorporating the use of ICT to deliver the
curriculum. We also focus on entrepreneurship and leadership giving students time to learn outside

the classroom, explore the arts and take part in sports.

The school has a capacity of 750 students, with an average class size of 24 students per class, from
form 1 to 4. It is the intention of the school to adopt a student-centered learning approach through
